Please read the instructions for use carefully before starting to use the CONDOR® GOLD LINE
surgical retractor system!

The CONDOR® GOLD LINE surgical retractor system can be mounted to all OR tables
which are fitted with a rectangular rail.

Main holder:

Mount the main holder to the existing OR table rail after sterile covering. Please see to it
that the clamp of the main holder is completely opened (via anti-clockwise rotation of the
hand wheel). After mounting the main holder, fasten the clamp via clockwise rotation of the
top hand wheel.

Check the main holder for its secure connection!

Mounting the retainer with crossbar:

Open the eccentric closure at the main holder and then insert the crossbar of the retainer
in the clamping jaw. Align the retainer such that sufficient space is available between the
system and the patient. Fasten the retainer by throwing the clamping lever at the main
holder.
